Lot Line Adjustment Hearing for Lots owned by Timothy A. and Linda Morris
Present: Gary Leach (acting chair), Les Snow, Jonathan Williams (alternate), Robin Schunk (alternate), Mitch Osiecki (zoning admin.)

Public/applicants: Timothy Morris, Dan Lloyd, Linda Morris, Tim Morris

Gary: What is the reasoning/need behind the lot line adjustment request? The Morris’s explained that the lots were originally done, to conform to the state septic laws in place at that time. There were three lots made originally. One of those lots is now owned by Dan Lloyd. The remaining lots #2 and #3 are owned by the Morris’s. This meant that the lots are irregular in shape and they would like to adjust the lines to make for cleaner and more uniform lot lines. There was some discussion of water rights to an existing spring. 
Gary: Are you planning on further development on the land?

Tim: We plan to build a home on the lot where there is currently a mobile home. We are not planning on any further development.

Robin: The change of the lot lines means that the road frontage will change considerably between the lots.

Tim: We do not plan to do any more development; the land is very steep and rocky.

Gary: What is the water rights and easement on the map?

Tim: It is water rights for lot three

Gary: You understand that if we approve this lot line adjustment, we are not approving the new home that would be a separate hearing and application? What would you be doing with the mobile home?

Tim: We plan to remove the mobile home after the home is built.

Gary: Did you make communications with the adjoining landowners.

Tim: Yes, I have the receipts for the notifications
Gary: Thank you, we would like to place those receipts in the file for reference. We also would want to look at any economic impacts of this lot line adjustment. Would it affect your sugaring operation negatively? Do you know if the slope of this new larger lot would be enough to negate development?

Tim:  It would not affect my sugaring as there are less than 5% of my taps on the new proposed lot.  I am sure there are a few flat spots but most of it is very steep.

Gary: I see that you are planning a new single family residence. I want to be sure you understand that this hearing is only for the lot line adjustment and that the residence is a separate application. We would want to do something to state that the mobile home would need to be removed within 6 months so that there would not be two dwellings on the lot since that would require a site plan review. I think you should speak with the zoning administrator to be sure you have everything in order. I think we have all the information that we need so we will discuss it now. Thank you. We will issue a decision within 45 days.
