Meeting Minutes

May 11, 2017

I. Call to order

James Arisman, Chair, called to order the DRB meeting to review the application of Steven Bronstein and Sandra Paritz  at 7:15pm at The Old Schoolhouse Common, Marshfield.

II. Roll call

The following persons were present: James Arisman, Les Snow, ZA Bob Light, Jenny Neilson-Warshow, Gary Leach, Steven Bronstein, and Robin Schunk, Clerk

III. New business

a) Application by Steve Bronstein and Sandra Paritz for a Conditional Use and Site Plan Review on a Conditional Use Permit application for a change of use of a porch and garage at 3805 US Route 2, to relocate a portion of an existing blacksmith business. 

b) Discussion: Steven Bronstein gave a brief description of what he would like to do with the property. He would like to use the porch and garage area of the existing rental house. He would just be changing the distribution of the business applications so that office functions would move from the barn destroyed by fire to the house and carrying on some basic packing and shipping functions that would be moved from the barn to the house.

c) James Arisman: So to clarify, the applicant wants to take a residential space and convert it to commercial use?

d) Bob Light: The house and barn were both commercial in the original Conditional Use Permit so the property would remain commercial.

e) James Arisman: So as I understand it, you would be doing “light manufacturing” functions such as packing, shipping, and office work in the porch and garage area and continue to rent the house. The renters would not have access to the garage and porch area.

f) Bob Light: Steven should check with the Fire Marshall for commercial buildings to be sure everything is up to code.

g) Les Snow: I work for a non-profit, Craft Emergency Relief Fund, in Montpelier that has given Steven some emergency relief funding to assist with rebuilding the business. James asked if Les could remain impartial in the hearing and Les replied in the affirmative.

h) Steve Bronstein said there will changes in the amount of traffic generated.

i) James Arisman: He reiterated that Steven needs to be sure to check with the Fire Marshall to be sure all commercial permits are appropriate and in place.
