C. 2019 Priorities:

b. Noise Ordinance; Need to discuss with Bob and Ivan and also need to address heliport language.
c.  Zoning: Will look into how large scale agriculture is handled in other towns. Also need to look at Act 174
d. Future Land Use Maps: Melissa would like to see a joint meeting with the conservation commission to discuss this. Would also like to invite a developer with no ties to Marshfield to get more information from both sides of the issue.
e. Heliport Discussion: do we do this on its own or as an addendum to the noise ordinance or put it in the zoning? Will wait for input from Ivan and Bob
