Jon: This is a continuance of the Dumouchelle hearing to go over questions on the Right of Way and lack of road frontage as well as a shed that was too close to the property line

Laurie: there was a shed that was too close to the property line

Marc: we took the shed down

Gary: so is this a primary residence?

Laurie: No, we live in Rhode Island

Gary: do you keep the road open in the winter?

Marc: yes, so we can visit when we have time

Gary: do you plan to live there and is there sewer and water?

Marc: There is a hand dug well and an in ground septic system that was grandfathered in

Gary: What is Brian going to do with the land?

Laurie: Brian intends to use the land for a camp as we do

Jon: You can defer the site design but to build you will need to come back to the DRB so part of the decision will include that this was deferred until a building permit is wanted

Mitch: we just need a letter in your file so that in the future, a zoning administrator won't issue a permit without a site review.

Gary: They also want to the requirement for a new survey to be waived
Jon: we will address this in the decision. In regard to the ROW we went over the materials so we need to be sure the row remains with the land. We would put something into the deeds stating that the ROW must remain with the property. 

Marc: I am fine with that, it will protect everyone.

Jon: this will all be in the deed as well as the permit to protect the ROW. Does anyone have any other questions?

Laurie: how do we get the decision? 

Jon: it will be mailed to you
