Dumouchelle Subdivision Hearing

Present: Gary Leach, Les Snow, Robin Schunk (alternate), Erin Russell, Jacqueline Soule, Jennifer Schatney, Laurie, Marc, and Brian Dumouchelle, Mitch Osieki,  Lisa Ginett, 

This is a proposed subdivision of property owned by Marc and Laurie Dumouchelle

for a single family residence or camp. There are five adjoining properties

Erin: I am here to represent the board of the Elmhill School, is the five acres for a home?

Marc: Yes, Brian wants to put a tiny home on a gravel pad, basically for a camp,  we have no plans to break up the property any further

Brian: our father bought the land when I was a kid and now I have kids. I want to put up a camp so that my kids can enjoy the land like my brother and I did when we were kids.

Les: I am unclear on the town road, where it ends? It looks like there is a 50 foot right of way for the five acre parcel

Gary: I don't see any road frontage, only a Right of Way that needs to be conveyer to the new owner?

Lisa: That is correct
Gary: who owned the land under the Right of Way: We need to be sure it is conveyed with the lot

Lisa: Elmhill but everyone has and Right of way, there are 3 or four other people with a Right of way

Marc: We did a ten acres subdivision a few years ago to Pete Lesperance and did a Right of Way off Davis Road. It is next Jacqueline Soules and that is how he accesses the property.

Gary: so did this Right of Way get conveyed:

Marc: Davis Road is a legal trail

Gary: the map shows the trail ends before the subdivision

Lisa: there is a legal trail and it was conveyed to all the parties with a cut off from Davis Road

Gary: There is a shed twenty feet from the proposed new property line. this doesn't' fit the setback requirements. You would need to move or tear down the shed or move the proposed line.

Marc: I am not interested in moving the lines. we will move the shed instead.

Gary: I am concerned about the shed and the application needs to show the Right of Way rather than road frontage which doesn't exist. I would like the application fixed.

Robin: So can Lisa revise the existing application, initial it and add documentation to it for the Right of Way?

Gary: Yes that would be acceptable. Does anyone think we need a site visit?
Les: I don't see the need

Marc: Can I just flatten the shed?

Gary: Yes, that would work with something telling us you have done so. We will recess the hearing until August 13 to allow for the shed and Right of Way issues to be dealt with
