April 18, 2019

Call to Order: 6:31pm

Public Comment: Louie is in favor of the proposed increased setback as it would make his land more useable/buildable

Review of Agenda: Put Rich in first for comments on charging station for the old schoolhouse common. Rich said that there will be a 3 phase entrance and the charging station will be a speedy station so that the charging will go quicker. There will also be multiple plugs so two vehicles can charge at the same time. The Planning Commission voted unanimously to show support for the charging station.

Review, discussion, approval of 3/21/19 minutes: draft minutes approved

Updates: 

a. VT Fiber: things are going well, they have applied for a lot of grants, and there is a lot of interest being shown. They have had a couple of groups with experience in building infrastructure for fiber optics that are interested in helping.

b. The town has accepted Jonathans offer to do grant writing and research pro bono

c. Representatives are needed for CVRPC, TAC and the waste district

d. Setback Tabling: Aaron said he talked to Kenny at the Village store about a tabling event and Kenny was ok with it. Aaron will ask him if May 9th or May 23rd might work.

e. Energy Committee, Act 171:  Jonathan will draft a letter stating we will support the energy committee’s work on this and incorporate it into the next town plan revision.

f. Noise Ordinance: Written testimony was received from Mr. Burkhalter and the planning commission appreciated his comments and perspective. The select board has agreed to have the PC continue to receive feedback on the noise ordinance and do a report to present to the select board showing the feedback rec’d.
