B. Central VT Internet; no updates

C. Zoning; no updates but Bob did talk about a clean water meeting that he attended. He said there was a lot of information regarding how groundwater is filtered and what affects water and how it becomes contaminated.
Business Items: 

a. Draft Noise Ordinance: Plainfield is very interested in how this is proceeding since Marshfield and Plainfield Village are so closely tied together. The PC would like to have a vote on this but also wants the Plainfield Constable to speak with the select board to answer any questions that they might have. If the vote is to approve the ordinance, the PC will get on the select board agenda to have a presentation, discussion, and ask them for approval.
b. Set Back Maps:  Bob will find out from Bobbi what the requirements are to get on the town meeting agenda for a vote. Will also look for more information on the pros and cons of changing the maps
c. Large Scale Agriculture:  Suggestion to have Jon Groveman give a brief talk on this and Bob will bring in some language that shows parameters of commercial versus non-commercial agriculture
d. Heliport:  Discussion tabled
