Oath given by James

Christine & Tory: We are planning a three bedroom, two bath home with an attached garage on a slab. The lot would be about 2.58 acres on the route 2 side of patty's crossing so it is not near Lord's hill. Patty's crossing is a class 3 road to just past the proposed subdivision parcel.
James: Do you have a curb cut?

Christine: We have the application but we don't have a curb cut yet, do we need that now?

James: So you will pursue that dependant upon what we do here? Tim, do you have anything to add?

Tim: no but I can explain to Mr. Rowell where their land abuts the carter property.

Mr. Rowell's land touches the corner of Gary's parcel but it doesn't touch the new lot at all.

Rowell: Does this mean the upper corner or the lower corner?

James: by the map I am looking at, you are in the upper corner.
Rowell: So it looks like this will be a great distance from me so I am all set 

Jon: Do you have the house site already? I think we need to see where roads, drive, house and so on will be sited.

Tim: This is not done on the subdivision application but we will be doing a building application.

Jon: It is important to know where the drive is going and where the home will be sited, the subdivision is not just dividing the land, we also are interested in this when we know 

you are planning to build. This is so we can check for wetlands, slope and so on.

Tim: I can show you on the map where the house, well, septic mound system and drive will be.

Jon: is the subdivided area a field, woods, what is the area like?

Christine: It is a field between my father and grandfathers properties.

James: how far back from the road is the house going to be?

Tim: About 100 feet back from the center of the road

Jenny: What about the garage?

Tim: That will be about 70 feet back

James: Jon, do you have any more questions?

Jon: How far back is it from the river?

Tim: about 300 feet

James: Tim, we did not get a map with any contours on it

Tim: the north half of the lot is flat and the back drops a bit, I can give you a map with the contours.

James: Jon, is this okay with you?

Jon: I think this application needs some additional information. We can look at the information after this hearing but we need that information per the zoning bylaws.

Gary: I looked at the lot and I agree with Jon, the application is not complete.

Jon: You need to look at section 30-30 and 4021. Make sure you have everything needed before submitting the balance of paperwork.

Tim: I can do that, show the well, proposed driveway, house site and septic. There is already a gravel area where the driveway is going.

Gary: The application is marked as preliminary plan and not as a final plan. According to the regulations, as Jon said, we need to see where things will be sited. I see you want to waive the need to survey the balance of the property due to the cost.
James: We will take the waiver request under advisement, does anyone have anything to add?  Tim, please look at the regulations and be sure you provide all the information requested. We will also need a list abutting property owners who were notified so that it can be added to the file.

Christine: I will email the list to Tim so it can be added to the packets before he sends them out to the DRB members.

James: So Tim, when you get all the additional information together in a packet, you will need to make sure you send it out to all the members that are here tonight.
