a. CV Fiber: grants are coming in slowly and a survey is being done on front porch forum to get feedback regarding the want/need for high speed internet services in the area. The response has been very positive so far. The group is looking into various potential partnerships with different internet providers.
b. Ramp & CVRPC: Robin said the last CVRPC meeting had a presentation explaining RAMP and how it benefits a community. She has joined the sub-committee dealing with traffic in Marshfield village and went over proposals of traffic calming islands, a T-intersection at the junction of Route 2 and Route 215, and flashing speed signs at major intersections to help slow traffic down thru the village. The sub-committee will be looking into ways to present this wish list to VTRANS as they work on their design for the 2021 reconstruction of Route 2 between Plainfield and Marshfield.

b. Planning Commission Laptop: This will need to be purchased on a personal credit card with reimbursement from the town after presenting proper documentation.
