


SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES

Tuesday, May 3, 2016, Old Schoolhouse Common

Present: Selectboard members Laurie Colgan, Chris Martin and Andy Perchlik; Town Clerk Bobbi Brimblecombe; 

At 6:33 p.m. the meeting was called to order by Chair Andy Perchlik
 
Changes or additions to the agenda – add Beavers in Stranahan Town Forest

Public Comment/Unscheduled Appearances: Janet Nielsen would like the minutes of April 19th to say that there are 163 signatures on the petition that she submitted. 
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Review and Approval of Minutes 4/19 - tabled

Review Applications for the Stranahan Stewardship Committee: The Board received applications from James Arisman, Brett Engstrom, Michael Sabourin, Sarah Fowler, Jenny Warshow, Joseph Gainza, and Rich Phillips. Laurie noted that there are others who may want to apply who haven’t sent their applications yet. The Board deferred the discussion of the applications until a later meeting.

Town Garage furnace: Chris reported that the combustion chamber is not good. The Town will get estimates for a pellet furnace and an oil furnace.

Building Personnel: Chris notified the Board that Building Superintendent Ernie Penley will be moving; he expects to be done working here in 6-8 weeks.

Stranahan Forest/Thompson Road: Chris has talked to Stream Alteration Engineer Patrick Ross and he stated that the dam should be removed slowly now that the beavers are no longer around, and then the culvert can be replaced. The Board will wait to get a recommendation from the State’s beaver expert.

Policy review and adoption: The Board decided to maintain the current purchasing policy and adopt a separate procurement policy for grants. Bobbi will incorporate the federal limits into the procurement policy draft and send it to the Selectboard. The Board approved the grant management policy with the reference to the two purchasing policies.

Estimate for Cemetery Work: The Board reviewed a list of suggested projects from Joe Mangan. The Board approved having the Road Crew work on the wall at the Dwinell Cemetery. Joe will straighten stones in several cemeteries and fix the fence in the Eaton Cemetery. Joe estimated $935 for his work.

Old Schoolhouse Common: Soundproofing work has begun. Chris is getting a price for carpeting in the surveyor’s space.

Annual Road Tour: The Board will meet May 7th to look at the roads and possible ordinance violations.

Creamery Street: The Town received the grant for paving Creamery Street. Bobbi will post information on Front Porch Forum when the work is scheduled.

Expenses, Permits & Payroll:  Selectboard members read and signed reports for General Expenses and Payroll. 

The meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
